Recently, a dear woman wrote me concerning a transgendered young man who attended the church where she was a member. She, along with several other parishioners, had been trying to minister to him. Like most people, however, they did not understand what this young man was going through or how to help him. One day, the young man asked her, “What is my sin?” She directed that question to me, and I would like to share with you my answer.
“My sin” is the same as “your sin.” My sin is, at the root, the same as everyone else’s sin: because we are born of the flesh, we are born into sin. Romans 5:12 says, “When Adam sinned, sin entered the world. Adam's sin brought death, so death spread to everyone, for everyone sinned” (NLT). Romans 5:18 says, “Yes, Adam's one sin brings condemnation for everyone, but Christ’s one act of righteousness brings a right relationship with God and new life for everyone” (NLT).

When I speak about sin, defined as that which destroys relationships, this is what I mean. Basically, the original sin of Adam has been passed on from generation to generation through our flesh. Sin has destroyed, and continues to destroy, relationships between people as well as every person’s relationship with God. Only a rebirth in the spirit, through our belief in Jesus Christ and the power of His righteousness, can restore both our relationship with God and our relationships with one another. A rebirth in the spirit helps us to continually die to our selfish, fleshly desires and, with the help of the Holy Spirit, moves us toward a desire to serve Jesus Christ by pouring our lives out for others so they also can experience God’s love, mercy, and grace.

The worldly view would have you pursue “your” dream, which quite often leads to disappointment, failure, desperation, and hopelessness. God can give you a purpose for living if you give up your dreams and selfish ambitions. When you ask Jesus Christ to come into your life and give you a purpose for living, you will find your true calling, which will lead to a contented, fulfilled life and an eternal relationship with the One who loves you so much He gave His life for you.
